ARTICLE V: MEMBERSHIP REGULATIONS  
SECTION 6 (H) 
DELETE : 

H. In recognition of faithful service to the Lodge, me mbers who have attained the age of 65 years and hav e at least 25 
years of continuous service and paid membership sha ll be obligated to pay only one -half of the regular dues.  

 
ADD:    H.  The Lodge will recognize faithful servi ce by its members in the following ways: 

i) Members who have attained the age of 65 years an d have at least 25 years of continuous 
service and paid membership shall be obligated to p ay only one-half of the regular dues. 

ii)           Members who have attained the age of 80 years and have at least 50 years of  
continuous service and paid membership shall not be  obligated to pay regular dues.   

Note: The Roma Lodge Board of Directors endorses this proposal. 
 
ARTICLE VI: ORGANIZATION                        
Section 8 E:  
 The President is the highest-ranking officer of the lodge.  As the leader of the Lodge, his duties are to:

Social

   Scholarship 
   Cares 
   Bingo 
   Planning and By-laws 
   Bar/Beverage 
   Food Services 
   Building and Grounds 

As well as chairmen of all other committees as deem ed necessary to fulfill the purposes of the Lodge. 
He shall be an ex-officio member of all such commit tees, except the Nominations and Elections Committe e. 

Note: The Roma Lodge Board of Directors endorses this by-law revision. 
 
ARTICLE VI: ORGANIZATION                        
Section15:  
 Directors-at-Large, as members of the Board of Directors, supervise the affairs of the lodge. Their duties are: 

A. To sit as members of the Board of Directors and attend any meetings thereof. 
B. To receive and review financial reports from the Treasurer, and any managers, accountants and auditors of the Lodge.

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ARTICLE VII - NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS  
Section 1 E : 

  To be a nominee for an elective office of the Lodge, a potential candidate must:

 B. Have been a member of the Lodge for at least two (2) years.  To be a candidate for the office of President, he must have 
served a full two- (2) year term on the Lodge Board of Directors.

The remainder of the 
term will be filled in accordance with Article VI, Section 16.

State of Wisconsin 2009 ASSEMBLY RESOLUTION 10   
On September 22, 2009, the Wisconsin State Assembly passed a resolution recognizing October as Italian - American 
Heritage Month. State Representative Peter Barca of Kenosha and Representative Joe Parisi of Madison, two of the authors 
of Italian descent, were very instrumental in passing this resolution. Copies of this resolution were sent to Roma Lodge as 
well as  the Italian Workmen’s Club of Madison, Italian � American Women’s Club of Madison, Italian Co mmunity Center of 
Milwaukee, Italian � American Society of Kenosha, a nd Club Italo Americano of Green Bay.
