Section 6 F (Proposed Change)
- A member who voluntarily drops his membership must submit a letter of resignation to the Board stating his reasons for leaving the
lodge.

i) The letter of resignation will be considered during the application process
iii) If the application is accepted, the applicant will not be assessed the initiation fee or be required to serve terms of probation,
except that dealing with the sale of festival raffle tickets
iv) A returning member who does not have the required letter of resignation must follow the normal application process
including probation.
ARTICLE VI- ORGANIZATION
Section 10: (Current) Office of Past President
The past president shall be the member who has served the last complete term as President of the Lodge immediately preceding
the incumbent. He assumes the office of the President whenever the President and the Vice-President are unable to act, or are absent from
any Board meetings or the General Membership Meeting. In event of the death, resignation, removal or expulsion of the past president, the
next most recently preceding past president shall assume this office.
