MILESTONES OF THE ITALIAN AMERICAN EXPERIENCE  
1773 Filippo Mazzei significantly promotes the Amer ican cause for Independence. His writings inspired the 

Declaration of Independence . 
 

 
Born in 1730 near Florence, Italy, Philip (Filippo) Mazzei  (1730-1816) was a compelling figure of the Enlightenment whose 
adventures were so varied, his achievements so unusual, and his personality so striking; it is a wonder that he is not more 
vividly known. He was a surgeon, a merchant, a language teacher, an agriculturist, a writer, and a diplomat who traveled 
extensively and lived in several countries including the future United States. Mazzei's correspondence with American 
revolutionary leaders led to his appointment in 1779 as Virginia's Agent in Europe where he wrote many articles that espoused 
and gained support for the Americans' cause. He was greeted by George Washington and others in Williamsburg and shared 
with them the vital information he had acquired during his years in England.     
 
His writings commended him to Thomas Jefferson and other Virginia statesmen and linked him to those whose ideas on the 
theory and form of government were incorporated into the major political writings of the era. Indeed some historians credit him 
with being the first to use the expression "All men are by nature equally free and independent, and all men are equal."
