 Board Votes to Postpone Remodeling Project 
The remodeling project, under study since June 2010, that was to incorporate suggested remodeling of the Venetian 
Room, Members Dining Room, and Members Kitchen was placed on hold for at least one year by the Board of Directors. 
The Board cited its need to use that time to evaluate RIWA operations and needs as well as develop a more complete 
picture of the capital projects needed for both RIWA and Roma Lodge. Furthermore, there may be an opportunity for 
Roma Lodge to acquire additional property in the near future.  

 By-Law Changes to Be Discussed at February Membersh ip Meeting  
Parliamentarian Jack Ruffolo presented the following by-law amendments proposed by Roma Lodge member William 
Greco.  A vote on these amendments will be held at the March meeting. 
 
Article V - Membership Regulations 
Current By-laws States:    
Section 6 H. The Lodge will recognize faithful service by its members in the following ways:  
i) Members who have attained the age of 65 years and have at least 25 years of continuous service and paid membership 
shall be obligated to pay only one-half of the regular dues.  
ii) Members who have attained the age of 80 years and have at least 50 years of continuous service and paid 
membership shall not be obligated to pay regular dues.  
(Adopted Dec. 4, 2009)  
 
Proposed Changes - Add 
iii)                Members, regardless of age, who have at least 40 years of continuous service and paid membership, shall 
be obligated to pay only one-half of the regular dues.  
iv)    Members, regardless of age, who declare full-time residency outside of the state of Wisconsin, shall be obligated to 
pay only one-half of the regular dues. If the member relocates back to the state of Wisconsin, they shall be obligated to 
pay full regular dues. 
 
The Board of Directors recommends voting against these proposed changes.

The Committee is again reviewing and recommending donations for 2012, based on its MISSION STATEMENT: To 
consider, and make recommendations to the Board of Directors regarding requests made to Roma Lodge for contributions 
to support Charitable, Literary, Cultural, Educational, and Fraternal purposes.  Final decisions as to the recommendations 
of the committee shall be made by the Board of Directors of Roma Lodge. 
 
Criteria considered by the committee include the following: 
·  Non-Profit Organizations 

In order to satisfy requirements imposed on Roma Lodge as a non-profit organization, it is required that entities 
requesting contributions be recognized as a non-profit organization by the Internal Revenue Service. 

·  Preferred Non-United Way Supported 
Roma Lodge believes its membership is already supportive of the local United Way for the communities in which they  
reside, and because the United Way is a source of funding that has already considered the merits of the organizations 
which it funds and made a determination of the importance of funding those organizations, Roma Lodge prefers not to 
make additional contributions on the behalf of organizations that are United Way funded. 

·  Preferred Southeastern Wisconsin Area    
In determining preference for contributions, Roma Lodge   prefers that the requesting organization have significant 
impact on the community which includes the Southeastern Wisconsin area where its members primarily reside. 

·  Preferred Non-Religious Organizations 
Because Roma Lodge respects the rights of its members to practice a faith of their choice without a preference for 
any one set of beliefs, the Lodge prefers not to make significant contributions for the benefit of any particular religious 
organizations. 

·  Non-Political Organizations  
Because Roma Lodge has a deep respect for the political opinions of its members and respects the individual rights of 
its members to hold those opinions, Roma Lodge does not make donations to organizations having political goals or 
campaigning as their primary purpose. 

·  Preferred Organizations in which members of Roma Lodge are actively engaged 
To qualify as a preferred organization, requestors must prove that they have the attitude, past behavior and good 
decision making processes to provide assurances that our donations will have a positive impact within our community.

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 Rules and By-laws of Roma Lodge 
Occasionally we receive questions about the meaning of a Roma Lodge by-law or rule.  We will try to answer those 
questions periodically through the Newsletter.  Here are some we received recently. 
 
What is the rule or procedure for sending flowers for funerals of Roma Lodge members? 
For many years, upon the death of a member, Roma Lodge sent flowers to the wake or funeral service on behalf of the 
membership.  
In June 2010 – Roma Lodge modified that procedure.  First, the Board recognized an increased trend for requests by the 
family of the deceased member to donate funeral memorials to a specific charity in lieu of flowers. These wishes are 
usually included in the official obituary that appears in newspapers or on-line. Second was the desire of the Board and 
membership to show their sympathy to a Roma Lodge brother upon the death of his spouse. Therefore, the Board 
adopted the two following rules regarding funeral donations for Roma Lodge members. 
1.11 Member Funeral Memorial Gift 
 Upon the death of a member, a memorial chosen by the family will be made in the member’s name.  If the family 
 has no preference, flowers will be sent.  The cost of the memorial will not exceed $75.00. 
1.12 Spouse Funeral Memorial Gift 
 Upon the death of a current member’s spouse, a memorial chosen by the family will be made in the name of the 
 member’s spouse.  If the family has no preference, flowers will be sent. The cost of the memorial will not exceed 
 $50.00.

ROMA LODGE MERIT SCHOLARSHIPS     

What is the Scholarship 
Each year Roma Lodge makes scholarships available to children of Roma Lodge members who are in good standing as of January 31 
of that calendar year. Two of the scholarships are for $4000 each, payable in $1000 increments at the beginning of each of four 
academic years. In addition to the two renewable $4000 scholarships, the Lodge awards a maximum of three one-time $500 
scholarships to the third, fourth, and fifth place rated scholarship applicants. The scholarships can be applied to any full time course of 
study leading to a recognized baccalaureate degree in any accredited United States college or university of the recipient’s choice.  
Who is Eligible? 
All biological or adoptive children of members in good standing as of January 31 of that calendar year are eligible to compete for the 
scholarship.  It is necessary that the father of the recipient continue to be a member in good standing for the duration of the scholarship. 
Applicants must be graduating high school seniors.  Candidates must be planning to pursue a full-time program of study (12 credits or 
more) in a college or university in the United States. 
Application Requirements  
The applicants must: 

·  Completed a high school college preparatory course of study 
·  Demonstrated a commendable academic record which will qualify for admission to the college university of their       choice 
·  Demonstrated positive citizenship and leadership qualities through participation in school and community activities. 
·  Shows potential for higher academic success by achieving ACT or SAT scores acceptable to the college or university of their 

choice. 
·  Submit an official high school transcript  
·  Submit an ACT or SAT scores report form 
·  Submit two letters of recommendation 

Financial need will not be considered during the selection process. 
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THE DARRYL AND JEANA STURINO LIFELONG LEARNING SCHO LARSHIP 

What is the Scholarship : The Darryl and Jeana Sturino Life Long Learning Scholarship was created in 2008 and is funded by Darryl 
Sturino, a member of Roma Lodge.  The scholarship awards $1000 to a member of Roma Lodge regardless of age or a child, age 17-
25, of Roma Lodge member who has been accepted in or is currently enrolled as a full or part-time student in a baccalaureate, Masters 
or PhD degree program in any accredited college or university in the United States.  Financial need as well as scholastic achievement 
and community service are the basis for selection of a recipient. The application, selection, and award process for the scholarship is 
administered by Roma Lodge. 
Who is Eligible?  All members of Roma Lodge as well as the biological or adopted sons and daughters or grandsons and daughters, 
ages 17-25, of Roma Lodge members who are in good standing as of January 31 of the calendar year are eligible to apply for the 
scholarship. It is necessary for the Roma Lodge member to continue to be a member for the duration of the scholarship academic year. 
A graduating high school senior or a student currently enrolled in a full-time or part-time college or university program may apply. 
Application Requirements :  Applicants must demonstrate 

·  Academic achievement as evidenced by a transcript of grades 
·  A record of community service as evidenced by a list of community activities 
·  Financial need as described in an essay 
·  Good character as evidenced by two letters of recommendation 

 
THE RUSSELL AND HELEN MISSURELI SCHOLARSHIP 

What is the Scholarship : The Russell and Helen Missureli Scholarship was created in 2010 to recognize the service they gave over 
many years to Roma Lodge, the church, and the community at large.  The funds were donated by the family and friends of Russell and 
Helen Missureli on the occasion of Russell Missureli’s ninetieth birthday. The scholarship awards $1000 to a graduating high school 
senior who is the child or grandchild of a Roma Lodge member and who has been accepted as a full or part-time student in an 
associate degree or baccalaureate degree program in any accredited college or university in the United States.  In addition to 
community service, scholastic achievement will also serve as the basis for selection of a recipient. The application, selection, and 
award process for the scholarship is administered by Roma Lodge. 
 
Who is Eligible? : All graduating high school seniors who are the biological or adopted sons and daughters or grandchildren of Roma 
Lodge members who are in good standing as of January 31 of the calendar year are eligible to apply for the scholarship. It is necessary 
for the Roma Lodge member to continue to be a member for the duration of the scholarship academic year.  
Application Requirements :  Applicants must demonstrate: 

·  Accepted as a student in an associate degree or baccalaureate degree program. 
·  An exemplary record of community service as evidenced by a list of community, school, or church related activities. 
·  Academic achievement as evidenced by a full transcript of grades. 
·  Good character as evidenced by two letters of recommendation. 
 

OTHER SCHOLARSHIP SOURCES FOR ITALIAN-AMERICANS  

 Milwaukee Chapter of UNICO and the Ladies of UNICO  – Will award several scholarships in the spring 2012 to high 
school seniors of Italian descent. The exact number of scholarships to be presented has not been determined yet. To be eligible, 
applicants must attend a public or private school in Milwaukee, Waukesha, Ozaukee, Washington, Racine, Kenosha or Walworth 
counties. Additionally, the student must hold an academic standing in the top 15% of the graduating class and/or a relative standing in 
the upper 15% on a college aptitude test (ACT or SAT). The spirit of this scholarship is to help needy Italian American seniors. 
Applications will be reviewed by a committee comprised of non-Italian dignitaries from the Milwaukee area. Financial need, scholarship, 
community/school involvement, and personal character are the criteria by which the applicants will be judged.
